[TWO EXTREMES CONCERNING PROSPERITY |
A- Poverty and holiness are synonymous
B- Wealth and riches equate to great faith

A. Poverty and holiness are synonymous
“Doverty is somehow virtuous” (vows of poverty)
“money is the root of all evil” (NO! Love of...)
