verse 27…whosoever will be chief…let him BE your servant (slave) 

BE versus DO

Form of a servant (slave) 

Humbled Himself unto death 

(In humility comes the death of self will) 

(Denying of self; taking up your cross)

 Learns submissions as an act of free will
